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Classroom organization:  For this class you will be asked to sit with your base group members in assigned seats. When you come into class organize yourselves into your base groups and begin the base group activity that you are told. Class attendance will be taken during this time. Base groups will change quarterly.
When I am ready to start, I expect that you will be ready to start. You will be allowed to have a water bottle in the classroom as long as it doesn’t cause problems. This privilege could be taken away if there are problems. No food! If you have a special treat you want to bring and share with everyone, make sure you clear it with me first. 
Opening activities:  After the initial base group activity, we will begin each class with private Bible reading. I will explain a procedure for this to you. Following Bible reading time we will begin with a devotion and/or prayer. I will encourage prayer requests. I may from time to time ask you to lead us in prayer.

A three ring binder to keep all handouts – other than the Bible, there is no 
text for this course. You will receive many handouts, so a binder with 1 ½ inch rings is necessary

Pens (blue or black ink only) and pencils 
Attendance:  Attendance will be taken for all classes. You need to be inside the room and away from the door when the opening bell rings. Anyone entering the room after the bell will be marked tardy. I will inform you that you have been marked tardy for the set. For detailed information on attendance, see your St. Croix Crusader Datebook pages 8 - 10.
Using the restroom:  Since this class meets first set, use the restroom before school begins. Allow yourself enough time to be in the classroom by the beginning of the set. You may leave the classroom for an emergency while it is in session. For non-emergencies, however, ask permission first. 
Homework:  Specific directions for each assignment will be given in class. For each major assignment, a handout will describe the format and grading criteria. The directions will also be found on my teacher webpage. You will have several days to complete each major assignment. 
I expect that homework will be handed in on the day that it is due. Late work will be penalized by the loss of one full grade per day. After four class meeting days late, you will receive an F for that assignment. Work hard to do your best on each assignment. Extra credit work is typically not given in this class.

Classroom Expectations:  Because this classroom is set up to promote interaction among you and your group members, you will find it easy to converse with one another. There will be many times, however, when I expect you to sit quietly and listen to my directions or a presentation from me or some other authority such as a guest speaker or a video, or to listen to a classmate who has permission to speak in class. In these situations I expect that you will receive permission to speak before doing so. In this way you will be showing respect, giving your attention to those who have “the floor” in the classroom, and providing yourself and others the best opportunity to learn.

There will also be many times when you will be working together in small groups or asked to engage in large group discussions. During these class experiences I expect that you will work cooperatively with one another, take turns in sharing, and conduct yourselves as Christian men and women who show love, respect, and concern for one another. 
I also expect that you will be honest with me and with your classmates. I expect that you will put forth an honest and honorable effort on all of your work and will be involved in discussions in the classroom.
