2. COURSE DESCRIPTION/PURPOSE:

The purpose of this course is to acquaint you with the manner in which the Triune God called, gathered and preserved His Church and His people from the time of Creation throughout the Old Testament in Genesis and through the Exodus from Egypt; and to discover how this unchanging Lord continues to be faithful to His promises of preservation, protection, and salvation even to our day and age.

3. COURSE OUTCOMES:
1) Understand God the Creator and Preserver of the universe.
            2) Recognize and appreciate the loving relationship that humans as God's foremost creature have 
     with their caring Creator.

3) Distinguish the authority of the Bible from that of other literature, and develop an appreciation 
     for Biblical direction, a trust in Biblical promises, and a reliance upon it as the source of truth 
     for this life and the life to come.

4) Recognize the story of the Bible as one unified message – how a merciful God has revealed His 
     plan to save all humans whose sins have separated themselves from their God.

5)  Identify God's control of history as he leads His people to that point where they find their 
     hopes, their identity, and their salvation in Jesus Christ as the Son of God, their Savior from

     sin, and the key to God's master plan for salvation.
6)  Recognize God's care, concern, providence, and protection for his people from the beginning 
of time until now.

7)  Recognize and plan his/her individual role as a servant in Christ’s kingdom.

8)  Evaluate and apply Old Testament Bible outcomes to modern day living.

5. COURSE PERFORMANCES:
In addition to daily class work, class participation, quizzes, and tests, the instructor will assign from time to time course performances/projects that will enable the student to demonstrate his/her knowledge of course content and more importantly, the application of it to his/her life.
