Grading

Most of the time I collect and grade assignments myself.   Often I will have students put the problems on the board.  I will occasionally take grades from a quiz on the assignment for the day.  Regardless of how a grade is taken or if one is not taken, I will discuss every assignment in class and allow students the opportunity to get questions answered. One of the outcomes of this class is to have students learn how to read a math text and dig out information on their own.  I will assign readings and quiz them on it.  


I give each student a Unit Guide at the beginning of each chapter or unit.  This guide has outcomes, vocabulary and all the book assignments for the chapter included on it.  My formula for grading follows this plan.  Daily work and quizzes will make up about 50% of the student’s grade.  Unit tests and projects will make the other 50%.  I try to let students see their grades once a week.  I will also keep reminding them of missing work.
